8. Applicants must include two (2) recommendations: one from their local adviser and one from an individual
knowledgeable of the student’s non-FCCLA activities. (Recommendations must be signed and should be no
more than 100 words).

9. All signatures must be included in this application.

10. Application must be postmarked by April 1, 2010.
