Share Our Strength’s goal is to end childhood hunger in America. Working with others they believe they can do this by 2015. They consider it not enough to make sure America’s children have enough to eat; but that they are getting the nutrition they need to live healthy, active lives. Their No Kid Hungry strategy has four key components: partnerships, building public awareness, grants, and educating children and families.
